08 | Cataclysm in Joshua’s time that caused the sun to stand still in undated
the sky during the Battle of Beth Horon.

09 | Minor cataclysm in Deborah’s time that destroyed Sisera’s army. undated

10 | Minor cataclysm in Samuel’s time that destroyed the Phillistine undated
army.

11 | Minor cataclysm in David’s time that almost destroyed undated
Jerusalem.

12 | Possible cataclysm in Solomon’s time that accompanied a battle undated
among planets in the sky.

13 | Possible cataclysm in Jehoram’s time that accompanied another undated
battle among planets in the sky. It was predicted by Elijah.

14 | Cataclysm in Azariah’s time that accompanied a third battle undated
among planets in the sky. It caused the “Commotion in the Days
of Uzziah (=Azariah).” It was predicted by Amos, Joel, Jonah, &
Nahum.

15 | Cataclysm in 16 Ahaz (on day of his burial) that caused the 3283
shadow on the sundial to move forward 10 degrees. It was
predicted by Isaiah & Micah.

16 | Cataclysm in 14 Hezekiah that caused the shadow on the sundial 3292
to move backward 10 degrees. It was predicted by Isaiah &
Micah.

17 | Cataclysm in 29 Hezekiah that destroyed the Assyrian army of 3312

Sennacherib. It was predicted by Isaiah & Micah and recorded
by Habakkuk..
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
