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Creon of Grecian Thebes 
and Creon (=Ay) of 
Egyptian Thebes appear 
to be a generation apart. 
One explanation: 
Sophocles may have 
wanted a Greek context 
for his story and selected 
the Grecian king to be his 
antagonist. Another 
explanation: the two 
Creons may be the same 
person who ruled first in 
Grecian Thebes and then 
in Egyptian Thebes.
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The two Butes, each with 
Zeuxippe for a mother, 
suggests an historical 
error - they may have been 
one person. Also, if Butes 
was a member of the -5th 
or even -4th generation, 
he would have been too 
old to participate in the 
Voyage of the Argo.
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
